Potential Penalty Notices

If the naticnal threshold of 10 unauthorised absences in a 10 week period is
met, the school has a duty to notify Herefordshire Council Enforcement Team
and you may face a penalty notice and/or other legal action.

Please be aware that unauthorised absences may lead to local authority
penalty notices. A penalty notice is issued to each parent for each child. A
fixed-penalty notice of £80 may be issued if paid within 21 days, increasing to
£160 if paid within 28 days. If you get a second fine in 3 years it will be £160.
If you do not pay the fine in 28 days you may be taken to court for keeping
your child out of school,

If your child is off school 3 or more times within the 3 years you will not be
fined but may be taken to court.

This is in line with DfE guidance and is intended to deter unnecessary
absences.
